Description of the lab: 

The Multilingual German Lab will supplement our first-year German language courses through 

weekly lab sessions for international students. With the guidance of teaching assistants, 

students will not only have the opportunity to work on their conversational and written 

language skills, but also have the chance to discover learning strategies that will help them 

adjust to the student-centered, active learning approach in our German language courses. The 

Multilingual German Lab will include thematically organized, game-based, interactive 

activities to create an engaging and social learning environment.  

 

 

QUALIFICATIONS: 

Minimum qualifications include near native-fluency in German and previous experience in 

teaching German language courses.  Preference will be given to candidates who are familiar 

with and have previous experience teaching of identical or similar courses, ideally at the 

introductory and intermediate levels, as well as proven excellent communication and 

collaboration skills. Further training in teaching methods and theory is an asset.  Experience 

working with international students is an asset.   

 

DUTIES INCLUDE: 

Designing and facilitating activities for the practice of conversational German.  

Designing grammar handouts and facilitating the review of grammar covered in 

GER100Y1Y.  Reporting to the Language Coordinator and Undergraduate Chair. 
 

Hours of Work: 48 hours (approximately) 

Estimated Course Enrolment: 30 students 

Rate of Pay: $46.70/hour (plus 4% vacation pay)
